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        Have You Noticed Brown-Leafed Trees Along T ennessee Roads? 
 
Locust leafminer adults have been steadily skeletonizing black locust leaves over the past sev-
eral weeks. This pest is considered to be a late season defoliator. At this time of year brown-
leafed locusts are a common sight across east Tennessee and southeast VA. Don’t worry- 
there is little loss of locust trees from this and other pests. 
 
Insecticidal treatment for the adults is usually not warranted. However, more home landscapes 
are being planted with several new black locust cultivars with names like Twisty Baby™ with 
lacy foliage and twisted shoots, ‘Purple Robe’ with dark red-rose flowers, and the golden leaf 
‘Frisia’. 
 
To protect your ornamental locust trees a soil application of imidacloprid (Bayer Advanced  
Garden Insecticide™) in early spring will prevent the beetle larval development and knock out 
the summer leaf skeletonizing adults. For a late summer curative control, use any pyrethoid 
insecticide labeled for use on ornamental trees. However, you’ll need a sticker as black locust 
leaves have a waxy coating that repels rain and spray droplets!
